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7.2  Use of Features 

7.2.1 Make to Calls by Entering the Apartment Number 
Press the CALL button after typing the room number you want to call.

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7.3 User and System Settings 

7.3.1 Create to Door Open Password 
A special door opening code can be created for each room. 

 The number of the room that will determine its password is called from the 

external door panel. 

For Example; for 5 number room, Press                           from the door panel. 

 Answer to the called room and press the “Door Keeper” button of the monitor.  

  99 is entered first from the external door panel, then a 4 digit password is 

defined. 

For example: Setting the password to 6754 for room 5; 

From the door panel, enter the numbers.  

NOTE: You cannot enter a password consisting of consecutive numbers (such as 1234, 
5678). When the consecutive number is entered, it is warned by the wrong entry tone 
from the external door panel. 
 
7.3.2 Acess to Setup Menus

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7.3.2.2 Changing the Door Panel Number 

 

In blocks with more than one Door Panel, the number of each door panel must be 

defined separately. DOOR NR is set as 1 in Factory Settings.

In the name entry, the key with the letter to be typed is pressed until the desired letter 
is reached. The next letter will appear on each press. 
When the desired letter is reached, the writing cursor slides aside after 2 seconds of 
waiting. 

  
Flat name can be up to 10 letters. 
Use the DELETE button for deleting in the wrong writing process.  
The CALL button to confirm the Flat Number and Flat Name entry. 
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7.3.2.5 Deleting the Door Panel Guide 
 
When Door Panel Guide is deleted, the saved Proximity Card Records and Door Open 
Passwords are not deleted.

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7.3.2.6 Changing the Block Number

each block must be defined separately. It is set as BLOCK NR 1 in Factory Settings. 

 
This definition is done through the "BLOCK NUMBER" option in the Programming 
screen.

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7.3.2.7 Changing the Door Unlock Duration 
 

Depending on the type of Door Opener used, it may be necessary to change the pulling 

time of the Door Unlock Duration in the Door Panel. Shrinking Time is set as 1 second in 

Factory Settings. 

 

This identification process is displayed on the Programming screen. “DOOR UNLOCK 

DURATION” option.

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7.3.2.8 Clear Flat Passwords

Proximity Card Records and Contacts are not deleted.

Proximity Cards to be used to open the door automatic are introduced on the Door 

Panel. 

Identification of the cards, deletion of them individually or all of them can be done in the 

PROXIMITY CARD OPERATIONS menu. 

The PROXIMITY CARD OPERATIONS menu can be accessed on the Programming Screen;

DELETE ALL: You can delete all Proximity Cards introduced to the door panel. 
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Register Proximity Tags 
 

You can save the Proximity cards to be used to turn on the Automatic Door to the Door 

Panel according to their Apartment Numbers. 

This process is done with the "REGISTER A TAG" option in the Proximity Card

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The numbering of MULTIBUS is 0 (janitor),1-9,10-99,100-255 

The visitor dials the room number and then press CALL button for the digital door panels 
or just press the room button to call the room. 
The catalogue number of the room is set by the switches located at the back side of the 

device. The switch is 8 p oles, and therefore it is possible to address up to 256 rooms. 
The following table gives the switch positions according to the room catalogue number.
